Dear readers,

Welcome to the first bumper edition of the IUCN Southeast Asia e-newsletter.
2014 is a year with some major transitions for us, with two major regional
projects – the “Mekong Water Dialogues” (MWD) funded by the Ministry of
foreign Affairs of Finland, and “Building Coastal Resilience to Climate Change
Impacts in Southeast Asia” (BCR) funded by the EU, both drawing to a close
in December this year. As part of this transition we have combined the existing
e-newsletters of these two projects into one, and have started to add in
elements of IUCN’s other work throughout Southeast Asia. This new-look SEA
e-news will continue beyond the lifetime of MWD and BCR – but not before it
serves to also highlight the achievements of both projects that will be promoted
through a number of major regional and global platforms particularly in the last
4 months of the year. From 8-10th September in Thailand, IUCN together with
the International Centre for Environment Management (ICEM) will host a
regional workshop on Protected Areas and Climate Change featuring a number
of BCR project case studies. BCR will hold its final regional ‘Coastal Forum” in
Sihanoukville, Cambodia during 23-25 October, and BCR approaches,
achievements and lessons learned will also feature in plenary streams, side
events and parallel events at the once-in-a-decade “World Parks Congress”
(WPC) in Sydney Australia in November. Similarly MWD will feature during the
Asian Wetlands Symposium and Ramsar pre-CoP to be held in Siem Reap,
Cambodia in November, as well as at the WPC. Certainly a lot to look forward
to! In the meantime, please enjoy reading about what has already happened so
far this year in this edition.

Sustaining urban biodiversity for climate change adaptation and

Most of the time, we think that the impacts of climate change will affect only
local communities living in rural and coastal areas. This is only a part of the
truth. In fact, the impacts of climate change can be felt everywhere, including
in cities. Biodiversity, which is defined as the richness and variety of plants
and animals in a given environment, plays an important role in climate change
adaptation and mitigation for urban areas. > Read

 

WATER GOVERNANCE

 

Public Hearings Thai Style
In November 2013, with funding from the Finnish government-financed Mekong
Water Dialogues, IUCN lead a team from the Mekong Delta to Thailand to
observe a public hearing organised by local NGOs on an expensive and
controversial flood prevention plan that the Thai government has developed after
the devastating floods of 2011. The US$12 billion plan proposes the
construction of dams, dikes, and water diversions schemes. Very little is
earmarked for “soft” approaches such as restoring floodplains to increase
floodwater retention capacity, despite that fact that climate change models
indicate more intense rainfall events. > Read

 

Celebrating World Wetlands Day in Lao PDR
To celebrate the annual World Wetlands Day designated for 2 February every
year, to commemorate the signing of the Convention on Wetlands in 1971 in
Ramsar, Iran. The events were organized in the Xe Champhone and Beung Kiat
Ngong Ramsar sites in Southern Lao PDR on 5 and 7 February 2014
respectively. > Read

 

Viet Nam ratified 1997 UN Watercourses Convention
In February 2013, Jake Brunner and Robert Mather published an opinion piece
in the Bangkok Post entitled “After Xayaburi, It's time for some
hydrodiplomacy". Amongst other issue this identified gaps in the existing legal
instruments and policy mechanisms available to Mekong countries in
effectively and equitably addressing issues of trans-boundary resource
management in general and in particularly in the case of the Mekong River

The Xe Champhone wetland in Savannakhet province, Lao PDR, was
designated as a Ramsar site in 2010 due to its importance for the conservation
of the Siamese crocodile, the occurrence of specific wetlands habitats and the
support it brings to local livelihoods. > Read

This was a clear demonstration of the Cambodian
Government's resolve to protect the Irrawaddy Dolphin. It is also particularly
great news as SOS is currently supporting a WWF Cambodia project to
prevent the bycatch of Irrawaddy Dolphins in the Mekong river. > Read

An important goal of IUCN’s Building Coastal Resilience (BCR) project is to
build the capacity of local government to design, implement, and monitor
community based climate change adaptation pilot project. BCR is supporting
the Department of Natural Resources and Environment (DONRE), Department
of Agriculture and Rural Development (DARD), Women's Union, Commune
People's Committees, and Forest Management Boards in Kien Giang, Soc
